Overtakingi Passing: Boat being passed has the right
of way. Keep Clear.

Meeting head on: Keep to the right.

Crossing: Boat on right has the right of way. Slow
down and permit them to pass

Power-driven Vessels: Keep out of the way of vessels
not under command, or restricted in their ability to
maneuver, sailing vessels, or engaged in fishing.

Sailing Vessels:Keep out of the way of vessels not
under command, or restricted in their ability to ma-
neuver, or engaged in fishing.
